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This Agreement is entered into on _____________, 2009 between Avnet Electronics Marketing, a group of Avnet, Inc., 2211 South 47th Street, Phoenix, Arizona 85034 (“Avnet”) and _____________ with offices at ________________ (“Buyer”).

1.   Scope.  Buyer’s orders and purchases from Avnet are governed by Avnet’s Terms and Conditions, which appear on Avnet’s quotations, packing slips, invoices and at  www.em.avnet.com, and are incorporated into and form a part of this Agreement as if set forth at length herein. This Agreement contains the provisions governing Buyer’s requests for a consignment program. Supplementing and forming a part of this Agreement will be written Scope of Services Schedules executed by the parties all of which are subject to Avnet’s Terms and Conditions.   As used in this Agreement, the terms “Vendor Managed Inventory” or “VMI” will mean the inventory of consigned Products.   In the event of conflict between the Agreement and any Scope of Services Schedules, this Agreement will control.  

2.  Vendor Managed Inventory.     Buyer, without charge, will provide within Buyer’s Facility a secure and segregated location which meets applicable environmental and electro-static discharge specifications for storing and handling the Products, and trained personnel to handle the Products.  If at the end of any sixty (60) day forecast period the quantity of Standard Products forecast to be required for such period is in excess of the quantity purchased for such period, then Avnet will have the right to require return of such excess quantity from VMI.  If at the end of any sixty (60) day forecast period the quantity of Non-Standard Products forecast to be required for such period is in excess of the quantity purchased for such period, then Buyer will accept immediate delivery of such excess quantity from VMI and Buyer will be liable to purchase and pay for same. Standard Products which are returnable will be returned in unused, factory-shipped condition, with seals intact, within the expiration date, if any, and in original manufacturer’s shipping cartons complete with all packing materials. 

3. Ownership and Risk of Loss or Damage.  In order to effect the consignment contemplated by this Agreement, Buyer grants to Avnet a purchase money security interest in the (VMI) to secure Avnet’s rights hereunder, and to secure payment and performance by the Buyer.  Ownership to Products in VMI will remain with Avnet until removal of the Products from the VMI. Buyer will be responsible upon delivery of the Products to Buyer’s Facility for all risk of loss or damage to the Products from any cause, including shrinkage in quantity, theft, pilferage, deterioration, casualty loss, or determination that the Products are not in resaleable condition due to use or handling or conditions under which the Products were stored.   Buyer will not cause or permit any lien, levy, attachment or judicial process to be imposed on the VMI and Buyer will give Avnet immediate notice if any is imposed.  Buyer will be obligated to pay for the Products and the Products will become non-returnable upon the earlier of: (i) the breach of the bag, rail or container in which the Products are packaged; or (ii) the transfer, disposal or use of the Products by Buyer; or (iii) loss, quantity discrepancies, or damage to the Products from any cause determined by an inspection of VMI performed by either party.  Buyer will be deemed to have converted the Products in the event of: (i) the imposition of any lien, levy, attachment or judicial process on the VMI; or (ii) Buyer’s failure to return on request all or any part of the VMI in accordance with this Agreement.  Buyer agrees to execute on request, and Buyer hereby authorizes Avnet to execute on Buyer's behalf, a UCC-1 Financing Statement to perfect the purchase money security interest being granted, and Buyer agrees not to grant or create any other security interest the Products. Buyer will purchase the Products for its own use and will not otherwise transfer or dispose of the Products without the prior written consent of Avnet. Buyer will not remove the Products from Buyer’s Facility without Avnet's written consent. Avnet reserves the right at any time to require Buyer’s immediate return of any or all Products in VMI.    


4.  Purchases by Buyer.   Buyer, on a weekly basis, will provide Avnet with a detailed report in form acceptable to Avnet showing for the preceding week the inventory balance of Products in VMI and purchases of Products.  Avnet will invoice Buyer for all purchases during the period covered by such invoice.  In the event that the inventory balance of Products in VMI shown on Buyer’s report is greater than the inventory balance of VMI determined by Avnet’s inspection, the difference will be deemed to represent additional purchases and Buyer will be liable to pay Avnet for such additional purchases. 

5.  Insurance.  Buyer will obtain and keep in force during the term of this Agreement: (i) a policy of fire and extended coverage insurance with an all risk endorsement insuring against loss or damage to the Products in the amount of the full replacement cost thereof; (ii) workers' compensation insurance; (iii) commercial general liability insurance covering bodily injury, death and property damage with a combined single limit of one million dollars ($1,000,000); and (iv) employee fidelity insurance.   Such insurance will: (i)  be written on an occurrence basis as a primary policy by insurance companies reasonably acceptable to Avnet; and (ii) will provide for thirty (30) days notice to Avnet in the event of cancellation or material change. Certificates issued by the insurer evidencing such policies will be delivered to Avnet prior to the delivery of any Products under this Agreement and thereafter at least ten (10) days prior to the expiration or renewal of such policies.  The amount and coverage of such insurance will not limit Buyer’s liability nor relieve Buyer of any obligation under this Agreement.

6.   Inventory and Inspection.   Buyer will upon delivery and thereafter at all times maintain a complete and accurate inventory record of the Products in VMI and promptly on request furnish a copy of same to Avnet. Any discrepancy in delivery count will be brought to Avnet’s attention within five (5) days of delivery.  Avnet will have the right to enter Buyer's Facility to inspect the VMI or to perform an inventory of the VMI at any time during Buyer's regular business hours.

7.   No Warranty Support from Supplier.  Buyer understands and agrees that if the product manufacturer becomes insolvent or ceases to function as a going concern that the Products become AS-IS, WITHOUT WARRANTY, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, INCLUDING ALL IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY AND FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE OR USE OF OR RESPECTING INFRINGEMENT.


8.  Term and Termination.  This Agreement is effective on the date hereof and will continue until terminated. Either party may terminate this Agreement at any time without cause by giving thirty (30) days written notice to the other party.  Such termination will not affect the security interest granted to Avnet hereunder until Avnet has been fully paid. Either party may terminate this Agreement immediately for cause by giving written notice to the other party in the event the other party: i) becomes insolvent or unable to meet its obligations as they become due or files or has filed against it a petition under the bankruptcy laws; or (ii) ceases to function as a going concern or to conduct its operations in the normal course of business; or (iii) assigns or transfers, either voluntarily or by operation of law, any rights or obligations under this Agreement without consent of the party seeking to terminate; or (iv) effects any material change in its management or ownership; or (v) fails to perform any obligation under this Agreement within ten (10) days after written notice thereof.  This Agreement may also be terminated by Avnet for cause immediately by giving written notice to Buyer in the event Buyer: (i) removes the Products from Buyer's Facility for any purpose other than for its own use; or (ii) fails to provide Avnet with evidence of insurance as required pursuant to this Agreement or cancels or allows to lapse such policies of insurance.  In the event of default by the Buyer, in addition to the remedies contained in this Agreement, Avnet will have all of the rights of a secured creditor under the Uniform Commercial Code.


9.  Effect of Termination. Upon termination of this Agreement, Buyer will return any Standard Products in VMI or delivered or in transit to Buyer’s Facility as VMI or, if requested by Avnet, Buyer will assemble and make all such Standard Products available for return at a location designated by Avnet.  In the event that Buyer fails to do so, such Standard Products will be deemed converted and Avnet will have all rights and remedies of an owner to recover possession of its property under applicable Federal and state law, all of which rights and remedies will be cumulative and may be exercised successively or concurrently.  The foregoing is without limitation or waiver of any other rights or remedies available to Avnet.  Buyer agrees to pay the reasonable attorney's fees and expenses incurred by Avnet in exercising its rights or remedies hereunder.  Notwithstanding termination of this Agreement, Buyer will be liable to purchase and pay for all Non-Standard Products ordered for VMI.  All freight charges associated with any returns or recovery of Standard Products will be paid by Buyer.


10.  General.

(a) Avnet and Buyer are independent contractors.  Neither Avnet nor Buyer will be considered an agent of the other for any purpose and nothing in this Agreement will be construed to allow either party to make any representation or warranty on behalf of the other.

(b)  The terms of this Agreement are proprietary and confidential.  Neither party will disclose the terms of this Agreement except as required to perform their obligations hereunder.

 (c)  Any notices under this Agreement will be sent by certified or registered mail, return receipt requested, or by recognized overnight courier, to the party to be notified at its address set forth above.  Notices to Avnet will be sent to the attention of: Steve Larson Director of Customer Contracts.

10.  Entire Agreement. This Agreement contains the entire understanding of the parties and supersedes all prior agreements between the parties with respect to the subject matter hereof.   Changes to this Agreement must be in writing and signed by duly authorized representatives of the parties.  The parties represent and warrant the persons signing below are expressly invested with the requisite authority to bind their respective corporations in such matters.  

This Agreement is duly executed as of the date first set forth above.

Module For HARDWARE PRODUCT PURCHASE AGREEMENT NO. PRMO-2010-001 EL-MF878-05, Rev B 

Additional Ordering and Shipping Terms
This Module contains additional provisions related to Ordering and Shipping of Product and forms part of the Hardware Product Purchase Agreement. 

1. Blanket Purchase Orders. In addition to Orders, HP or Eligible Purchasers may issue a blanket purchase order. Blanket purchase orders do not represent a commitment by HP or the Eligible Purchaser to buy any, or all, of the Product indicated. Blanket purchase orders will include the quantity and part number of the Product. A blanket purchase order will be used for fulfillment purposes until the earlier of the expiration of such blanket purchase order or depletion of the quantity or dollar limit for the Products under such blanket purchase order. 

2. Forecasts. HP may provide a rolling forecast of projected Orders. Forecasts are estimates only and do not constitute a commitment by HP to purchase any such quantity. HP may revise any forecasts in its discretion. Upon receipt of HP’s forecast, Supplier will, within five (5) Business Days, either confirm to HP that Supplier can support the forecast or not. 

3. Inventory Requirements. HP may request Supplier to deliver Product either through a non-Supplier Managed Inventory (“Non-SMI”) process or to use an SMI process. 

4. Order Changes. HP and Eligible Purchaser may, without charge, postpone, decrease or increase any Accepted Order by notice to Supplier; provided that any increase in quantity or any rescheduling to an earlier Delivery Date is subject to Supplier’s Acknowledgment. At any time prior to shipment, HP and Eligible Purchaser may postpone any Accepted Order; provided that postponement of a non-cancelable Order for longer than sixty (60) days is subject to Supplier’s consent. At any time prior to shipment, HP and Eligible Purchaser may decrease any Accepted Order; provided that quantities under a non-cancelable order may not be decreased, and non-cancelable Orders may not be canceled, to the extent Supplier has commenced production or acquired special components or dedicated raw materials for production. Accepted Orders for Product may be canceled at any time prior to Supplier’s commencement of production. 

5. Reports. Within thirty (30) days after close of each HP fiscal quarter, Supplier will provide HP a report which details purchases of Product by HP and all Eligible Purchasers by item, quantity and purchase location, showing total quantities shipped, total dollars invoiced, returns, percent of on-time and on-quality orders and such other information as HP and Supplier may mutually determine is appropriate. Reports will be sent to HP’s and Eligible Purchaser’s respective Purchaser locations and a report detailing HP’s and Eligible Purchaser’s total purchases will be sent to HP’s primary contact set forth in the Agreement. 

6. This paragraph replaces paragraph 2, “Payment” in the Standard Terms. HP will issue payment 45 days after receipt of a valid invoice or receipt of Product, whichever occurs later (“Payment Issue Date”). Early payment discount (if any) will be calculated from the Payment Issue Date. Payment will be in U.S. currency unless otherwise stated. Prices for Product are set forth in the Pricing, Product Description and Specifications Module, or in a written notification (email), or an electronic Request For Quote process that identifies (i) the Product, (ii) the pricing for Product; and (iii) this Agreement number. HP may require Supplier to submit invoices electronically at Supplier’s sole expense. HP may utilize a third party, at HP’s sole discretion, to facilitate HP’s order and invoicing processes that may entail disclosure of information about the purchasing relationship between HP and the Supplier.
Assurance of Supply and Flexibility Agreement
This Module contains additional provisions related to Assurance of Supply and Flexibility and forms part of the Hardware Product Purchase Agreement. 

I. Assurance of Supply Agreement. HP is committed to providing an uninterrupted supply of products and services to its customers. As a result, HP expects its suppliers, as specified in this Agreement, to provide an uninterrupted supply of products and services, free from defects and disruptions to HP. HP also expects its suppliers to be capable of delivering their products and services to the point and time of need, as specified by HP. Additionally, HP expects its suppliers to demonstrate continuous supply improvement, by identifying and implementing strategies that strengthen assurance of supply and reduce supply chain risk. Such strategies may include inbound, outbound and manufacturing lead-time reduction, industry standard sourcing, multi-sourcing, statistical inventory buffer analysis, formal stocking policies for similar components and finished goods, regional manufacturing, inventory stocking, and order management, postponement, and other manufacturing, inventory management, and logistics strategies that increase Supplier reliability, agility, flexibility, and responsiveness. Supplier shall comply with the following requirements: 

A replenishment program, Not an in-plant store - Material must be replenished at our designated internal location or external (proximity) warehouse daily or bi-daily with the purpose of maintaining at least an inventory level of four (4) weeks of supply (WOS) at all times. The entire inventory will be considered under a consignment program until pulled by our manufacturing site. 

Inventory flexibility – The prospective provider must assure the availability of an inventory flexibility of 33% of the quarterly requirements (demand) before the 30th day of the 1st month of the quarter. For example, if the total demand for Q1’09 (Nov-Jan) was 100 units, the prospective provider must have had available by the 30th (30th day of the month) of November (1st month of the quarter) an additional quantity of 33 units available (33% of the total requirements for the quarter - 100 units). This inventory flexibility help the business to react to any unforcasted requirement of finish good products while promotes the satisfaction of our end customers. 

Component price reduction – Component prices must be competitive. This is one of the most important elements in the quote and it will have a higher weight in the final decision. The proposed component prices will be compared against the negotiated or contractual prices given by the suppliers to HP. These prices should not be too far apart to be considered acceptable. 

Component price negotiation – Component prices must be evaluated quarterly or bi-annually. There is an expectation from the business to reduce costs associated to the procurement of material by a 3% quarter over quarter. This can only be achieved if the component prices are reviewed towards the goal of reducing them. 

Metrics to monitor progress – A set of metrics will be defined to measure the progress and execution of the prospective provider. Among the metrics that will be used and are not limited to are: 

o Stockouts – Number of stockouts impacting production 

o Inventory levels – Inventory level should always be maintained over the minimum level predefined by HP and the prospective provider. 

o Flexibility Inventory Level – The flexibility inventory level must be maintained during the quarter between the predefined minimum levels. 

1. Supplier shall provide an assurance of supply (“AoS”) update for all key and critical components in the format as specified in Section 1e of this Module or as otherwise approved by HP (“Assurance of Supply Update”). 

a. Assurance of Supply Updates will be delivered to the HP designated Recipient for Notices as identified in the Notices Module of the Agreement. 

b. An Assurance of Supply Update will be provided: 

i. As part of any Supplier response to an HP Request for Quote (“RFQ”); and 

ii. At least 4 weeks prior to any First Article Inspection; and
iii. Monthly by the first Monday of each calendar month, or as otherwise agreed upon by HP. 

c. Upon receipt of the Assurance of Supply Update, Supplier and HP will designate a mutually agreed “risk rating” for each component. Supplier will identify opportunities and take appropriate actions to reduce the AoS risk rating for components. For any components that are mutually designated as high risk, Supplier will develop an AoS proposal for HP’s review and approval within 30 days. Such AoS proposal is intended to improve assurance of supply for high risk components. If the Supplier proposal constitutes a Manufacturing Change, as defined in Section 2 of this Module, such proposed changes will be subject to Section 2 and Section 3 of this Module. 

d. Supplier’s assurance of supply performance will be assessed as part of HP’s formal supplier performance review process and will be considered in future business award decisions. 

e. Assurance of Supply Update Form. See Attachment 1 to this Module. 

f. Supplier Risk Calendar. Supplier shall develop and keep current a calendar that identifies the dates impacted by all known Manufacturing Changes, as defined in Section 2 of this Module, over a twelve (12) month period (“Risk Calendar”). An updated Risk Calendar will be provided by Supplier on a monthly basis or as otherwise agreed upon by HP. 

g. Assurance of Supply Meetings. Both parties will meet on a monthly basis to review and analyze: (a) HP forecast processes, methods, and accuracy, (b) Supplier inventory buffer performance, processes, and methods, (c) the AoS update form, (d) key AoS initiatives/projects of both parties, (e) key supply chain performance metrics and results of both parties, (f) Supplier employee turnover rates related to manufacturing, warehousing, and logistics operations, and (g) the Supplier Risk Calendar 
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5. Liquidated Damages for Non-Delivery. If Supplier fails to meet the confirmed delivery [or shipment] date for a quantity of Product related to an Accepted Order or a hub replenishment, which was not subsequently rescheduled or reconfigured at the request of HP, and such failure is not cured within two (2) Business Days, Supplier acknowledges that in such event HP’s actual damages would be difficult to ascertain. Supplier and HP, therefore, agree that the following formula for liquidated damages bears a reasonable relationship to the range of actual damages that would flow from Supplier’s failure to meet the confirmed delivery [or shipment] date for Product as noted immediately above: HP may at its discretion require that Supplier issue a payment for liquidated damages to HP equaling two percent (2%) of the purchase value of the delayed Product quantity for each calendar day of delay, up to a maximum aggregated payment of twenty percent (20%) of the value of the delayed Product quantity, per failure. 

a. If more than ten percent (10%) of all products delivered [or shipped] during HP’s fiscal quarter are more than two (2) Business Days late in meeting a confirmed delivery [or shipment] date, then, HP may elect to instead of recovering the liquidated damages in Section 5 cancel the Accepted Order(s) or hub replenishment(s) experiencing delay as well as any other Accepted Order(s) or planned hub replenishments for Product and submit a claim to Supplier for actual damages suffered. 

b. If Supplier fails to meet the confirmed delivery [or shipment] date for a quantity of Product related to an Order or a Hub Replenishment, which was not subsequently rescheduled or reconfigured at the request of HP, and HP previously informed Supplier at least 5 Business Days prior to requested delivery [or shipment] date that such delivery [or shipment] affects HP commitments for existing customer orders and that HP may be required to pay monetary damages to HP customers in the case of a delay, Supplier agrees to reimburse HP for any actual damages paid to the HP customer. Such reimbursement is in addition to any liquidated damages owed by Supplier in accordance with Section 4 of this Module. 

6. Assurance of Supply Recognition. HP values suppliers that consistently demonstrate exceptional assurance of supply performance and a commitment to continuous AoS improvement. Suppliers who, in HP’s opinion, diligently adhere to the AoS update processes described in Section 1 of this Module and the Manufacturing Change processes described in Section 3 of this Module, and meet or exceed the requirements in the Flexibility Agreement for the 12 month period of HP’s fiscal year, will be nominated for HP’s annual Assurance of Supply Award. 

II. Flexibility Agreement. HP will provide a 12 month rolling Forecast. If Supplier is unable to meet the forecast requirements, Supplier will respond to HP within 48 hours after receipt of HP’s Forecast with a supply plan committing the maximum supply available for the time periods defined in the Forecast. Supplier is authorized to use this Forecast to purchase within industry standard lead time any materials required to support the Forecast and the upside flexibility requirements described in this Module. Supplier will provide a list of long lead time components requiring special order management in order to meet HP’s Forecast and flexibility requirements. In the event of cancellation of any Accepted Order or termination of this Agreement for reasons other than Supplier’s default, HP’s liability will be limited as specified below:

1. Liability period. Maximum HP liability period will be 12 weeks based on HP’s then current Forecast requirement and upside flexibility requirements as defined in the table below in section 3. 

2. HP Liability. Within HP’s liability period, HP’s liability is limited to: 

a. Finished goods inventory positioned to support the HUB agreement; 

b. Maximum 7 days Work in Process (WIP); 

c. HP unique material purchased by Supplier within industry standard lead time to support HP forecast requirements. Supplier will submit and maintain a list of HP unique materials per the AoS Update; 

d. Long lead time components, as identified in the AoS Update, or critical materials 

purchased with HP’s prior written consent, if exceeding the above guidelines; and 

e. HP’s share of materials that are not unique to the Product (“Common Materials”) that cannot be cancelled or consumed in other products within 6 months. If, after this six month period, Supplier identifies an opportunity to consume any portion of this material within the next 3 months, Supplier will deduct this amount from HP’s liability. HP’s share is defined as HP’s requirement in proportion to Supplier’s overall production requirement.  Supplier will make every effort to mitigate HP’s liability by finding alternate uses for the material or other methods of disposition that would serve to reduce HP’s overall liability.
